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VINTAGE NOTE

The 2008 harvest began in late September, perhaps the most
delayed harvest since 1993. Harvest wrapped up in the first
part of November. Overall the wines have great fruit flavor
definition, medium bodied and complex. The reds, Merlot,
Syrah and Cabernet Sauvignon, always do well in the state and
the 2008 vintage is no exception. The white varietal stars,
Chardonnay and Riesling, shine as well this vintage.

TASTING NOTE

Notes of jasmine and minerals welcome you to this aromatic
Pinot Gris. Crisp flavors of nectarine and McIntosh apples fill
the pallet. Zesty grapefruit can be found on the long finish
with the perfect balance of acidity and minerality.
