Bud break was a bit later than normal for the 2009
vintage. However, due to a long, hot summer, the grapes
had plenty of hang time and experienced an accelerated
growth. Harvest began early and was completed
quicker than normal. The shorter harvest was a blessing
as most vineyards were not effected by the October 10th
frost because picking was already complete. The 2009
wines promise great color, balanced acidity and well
developed fruit flavors.
